                Cosimo Laneve and Elio Damiano 
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The capital city of the Apulian district, Bari (Latin Barium, ancient Greek Bárion), is 
one of the foremost cities in Italy. Spreading out along the Adriatic coastal area and 
encroaching upon the Murgia plateau, the city was erected in the Bronze Age upon 
the tiny headland that still houses the older town, characterized by blind alleyways 
which offer astonishing  sea vistas.  
Equally coveted by the Byzantines, the Longobards and the Saracens, the city reached 
its zenith while under Norman rule, experiencing long periods of prosperity.  
In particular, the city shares a bond with the Norman culture, for it was under their 
rule that Saint Nicholas’ relics were brought into the city (specifically on  May 9 
1087), which rendered the city one of the 3 most important centres of Christendom. 
Since its foundation  until 1813, Bari was encapsulated within ‘Borgo Vecchio’. And 
at that time, the King of the Naples, Gioacchino Murat, commissioned the construc-
tion of the ‘Borgo Nuovo’ area beyond the medieval city walls. After the collapse of 
Murat’s power, the city was re-captured by the Borbons and in 1860 annexed to the 
newly born Kingdom of Italy.  
Bari boasts a solid mercantile tradition and has always been a focal point for the trade 
business and for its social-political relations with Eastern Europe and the Middle East. 
It is common knowledge that Bari has been the hosting city of the Levant Fair since 
1930; and, more recently, it has become the headquarters for the Pan-European Secre-
tariat. What is more, the city is renowned for its university ( counting 60 thousand 
students), for its many monuments -  amongst which the Swebian Castle, Saint Nicho-
las’ Basilica (the city’s patron saint), the Petruzelli Theatre and the Russian Orthodox 
Church.
